5) This project is
subject to compliance monitoring and enforcement by the Department of Industrial Relations.
No contractor or subcontractor may be awarded a contract for public work on a public works
project (awarded on or after April 1, 2015) unless registered with the Department of Industrial
Relations pursuant to Labor Code section 1725.5. 6) Bidders shall furnish a Bid Security with
their Bidder’s Proposal in the amount of 10% of the base bid amount. 7) OWNER reserves the
right after opening Bids to reject any or all Bids, to waive any informality or non-responsiveness
in a Bid, or to make award to the lowest responsive, responsible Bidder and reject all other Bids,
as it may best serve the interest of the OWNER. 8) Contractor’s License Classification: In
accordance with the provisions of California Public Contract Code, Section 3300, Laguna
Irrigation District has determined that bidder shall possess a valid Class A Contractor’s
License issued by the State of California at the time of Bid opening and for the duration of the
contract. Failure to possess the specified license at the time of bid opening shall render the Bid
as non-responsive.
